


How to Register

General Registration Information
m Registrations are accepted on first-come, first-
served basis, space permitting.

You will receive your confirmation of registration
by mail for a drop box or mailed registration.

If you have not received a confirmation within
three weeks of registering, call 416-415-5000,
ext. 4877.

You must register in a course before the start of
the third class in order to complete the course.
Course cancellations/changes may occur.
m Not every course is offered every semester.
Submission of a registration form (with payment)
by drop box or mail does not guarantee enrolment
(see below).

For cash or debit card payments, you must
register in person.

You will be contacted by phone if there is a
problem processing your registration form, so
please be sure to provide your daytime
telephone number when you register.

Registering on the Web

Your web registration is processed live, in real

time. This is the best way to guarantee a place

in your selected course(s).

Methods of Payment: Visa, MasterCard,

American Express

1. Find the course you want at
coned.georgebrown.ca. Choose the class (CRN)
and date you want and select REGISTER now.

. Fill out your personal information.

. Enter your credit card information.

. Confirm your information and submit.

. Print Step 5, which is your confirmation of
registration for your records.
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How to Fill Out the Registration Form

Registering in Person
Methods of Payment: Visa, MasterCard,

American Express, cheque, money order, debit card

1. Complete all the information on the registration
form, printing clearly.

2. If paying by cheque or money order (made payable

to George Brown College), write your name, daytime
phone number and Student ID number (if you have
one) on the front of the cheque/money order.

3. Visit a Student Service Centre during their hours of
operation: Monday to Thursday, 8:30 amto 7 pm,
or Friday, 8:30 am to 5 pm. (College services close
at 3:30 pm on Fridays before long weekends where
statutory holidays fall on Mondays.) Student Service
Centres are located at both Casa Loma campus
and St. James campus (see locations below).

You can register in person at either campus;
you do not have to register at the campus where
your course is offered.

Note: The Student Service Centres are normally closed
on Saturdays and Sundays.

September 8, 2007; September 15, 2007; January 5,
2008; January 12, 2008; and January 19, 2008.

Registering by Drop Box
Methods of Payment: Visa, MasterCard,
American Express, cheque, money order

1. Complete all the information on the registration
form, printing clearly.

2. If paying by cheque or money order (made payable
to George Brown College), write your name, daytime
phone number and Student ID number (if you have
one) on the front of the cheque/money order.

3. Drop your registration form and payment in one of
the registration drop boxes at either Casa Loma
campus or St. James campus. Registration drop
boxes are cleared twice daily. You can register by
drop box at either campus; you do not have to
register at the campus where your course is offered.
